Whichkinds of SEN does Aintree Davenhill provide for?

1 Communication and interaction
Children with speech, language and communication needs (SLCN) have difficulty in
communication wih others. This maybe a difficulty in saying what they want to,
understanding what is being said to them or they do not understand osasi&l rules of
communicationThe profiles of these children can change over time and they may have
difficulty with ore, some or all of the different aspects of speech, language or social
communication at different times of their lives.

1 Social, emotional and mental health difficulties
Children may experience a wide range of social and emotdiffaulties, whichmanifest in
many different waysThey may become withdrawn or isolated as well as displaying
challenging, disiptive or disturbing behaviouThese behaviours may reflect underlying
mental health difficulties such as anxietydepressionOther children may havdisorders




such as attention deficit (ADD) attention deficit hyperactive diso(d&HD) or attachment
disorder.

1 Sensory and/or physical needs
Some children require special educational provision because they hdigalality, which
prevents or hinders tam from making use of the educational facilities provided. These
difficulties can be age relateand may fluctuate over timédany children with vision
impairment (VI), hearing impairment (HI) will require specialist support and/or equipme
access theilearning. Some children with a physical difficulty (PD) require additional on
going support and equipment to access all the opportunities to their peers.

1 Cognition and learning
Support for learning difficulties may be requiredevithildren learn at alower pace than
their peers, even wit appropriate differentiationAt Aintree Davenhillwe support children
with learningdifficulties includingVioderate Learning Difficutés (MLD).Specific learning
difficulties (SpLD) affect one or more specific @spef learning.This encompasses a range
of conditions such as dyslexia, dyscalculia and dyspraxia.

The categories helghe school to plan provisiofRupils can have needs across the categories and
this is recognised on the SEN register, where a primeey is identified aing with any subsequent
needs.At Aintree Davenhill, the priority is to provide early intervention in order to achieve the
targeted outcome.

How do we support ahild with a physical difficulty?

The school is designated for childreith a physical disability. The building was designed to ensl
safe environment in which children with a disability can access the curriallumgside abldodied
pupils.Prior to admission to school, transition is carried out with the Inclusion Wams for
Complex Needs and anythe relevant people from Health Servic&he school has a fully equippe(
treatment/physiotherapyroom, whichallows health service professionals tssass and support
children with special needs and to give-going traning/support to the staff in school working with
the children.In line with the school Inclusion Policy, all childvgth a physical disability are
included in all aspects of school life.

How does Aintree Davenhill support children with medical needs?

If a child has a medical need that requires a detailed care plan, this will be compiled with supp

from the school nurse in consultation with parents/carers.

The Graduated Approach

Assess

Gathering all the information we have about a pupil from a variety of sources @eguipil, parent,
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targets, motivators and he they respond to teaching approaches, etc.

Plan
A support plan will be put together to outline the methods to be used in otd@chieve specific
outcomes.The plan will include anyr all of the following:

a) Quality First Inclusive teaching approachlestiare effective to enhance pupfllearning.

b) Proven interventions that have been identified to achieve specific targatsl how they
will be delivered and monitored.

c) Any focused support frora teaching assistant in clagshis should be purposeful, withe
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his/her class teacher.

d) Resources to ensure access to curriculum or environment.

e) Suggestions a® how the parent and/or pupil can contribute to the plan.

When detemining plans across the school, leadership will be mindful of effective amikaffuise
of school resourcesschools are responsible, financially, for up to £6,000 of support for individu

pupils.

A further plan can then be
devised, if required,d enable the pupil to achieve their next steps in learning.

Risk assessments are carried out and reabte adjustments are made wherevergsible to enable
children to participate in their class trips.

All of our extracurricular activities and school visits are available to all our pupils, including our
before-and afterschool clubs.

All pupils are encouraged to go on our residential trip.

All pupils are encouraged to take part in sports day/school plays/special workshops.

No pupil is ever excluded from taking part in these activities because of their SEN or disability,
Where it is necessary, the schaeull use the resources available tde provide additional adult
support to enable the safe participation of the pupils in the activity.
